BULLYING 
 

Bullying is an act of 
repeated aggressive behavior in 
order to intentionally hurt another 
person, physically or mentally. 
Bullying is characterized by an 
individual behaving in a certain way 
to gain power over another person. 
Behaviors may include name calling, 

verbal or written abuse, exclusion from activities, exclusion 
from social situations, physical abuse, or coercion. Bullies may 
behave this way to be perceived as popular or tough or to get 
attention.  

The long-term impact of bullying of pupils and teachers 
is hard to measure with accuracy as it is impossible to record 
and analyze every incident. Many pupils and teachers who face 
bullying don’t mention anything to those in authority and 
consequently suffer in silence. Within the educational setting 
the opportunities for bullying are many and complex, such as 
cyber bullying through social networking sites and e-mails; 
mobile phone bullying through text messaging, malicious calls 
and misuse of the camera.  

The effects of bullying can be serious and even fatal. 
There is a growing body of research which indicates that 
individuals, whether child or adult who are persistently 
subjected to abusive behavior are at risk of stress related illness 
which can sometimes lead to suicide. Victims of bullying can 
suffer from long term emotional and behavioral problems. 
Bullying can cause loneliness, depression, anxiety, lead to low 
self-esteem and increased susceptibility to illness.  

Research indicates that adults who bully have 
personalities that are authoritarian, combined with a strong 
need to control or dominate. It has also been suggested that a 
prejudicial view of subordinates can be particular a risk factor.  

There is little evidence to suggest that bullies suffer 
from any deficit in self-esteem. However, bullying can also be 
used as a tool to conceal shame or anxiety or to boost self 
esteem: by demeaning others, the abuser him/herself feels 
empowered.  

Researchers  have identified other risk factors such as 
quickness to anger and use of force, addiction to aggressive 
behaviors, mistaking others actions as hostile, concern with 
preserving self image, and engaging in obsessive or rigid actions.  
In schools, bullying occurs in all areas of school. It can occur in 
nearly any part in or around the school building, though it more 
often occurs in recess, hallways, bathrooms, on school buses 
and waiting for buses. Targets of bullying in school are often 
pupils who are considered strange or different by their peers to 
begin with, making the situation harder for them to deal with. 
Some children bully because they have been isolated, and they 
have a deep need for belonging, but they do not possess the 
social skills to effectively keep friends.
