Social Networks

Business applications

Social networks can connect people who are geographically wide apart at
low cost; this can be beneficial for entrepreneurs and small businesses looking to
expand their contact base. These networks often act as a customer relationship
management tool for companies selling products and services. Companies can also
use social networks for advertising in the form of banners and text ads. Since
businesses operate globally, social networks can make it easier to keep in touch
with contacts around the world.

Some companies sell online advertising on their site. Hence, they are
seeking large memberships and are charging for membership would be
counterproductive.
